Pants must be worn at waist level.  
NO EXCEPTIONS 

Coppin Academy plaid or navy blue skirts 

or navy blue uniform pants.  

 No skorts, or substituted skirts are allowed. 

Skirts must be worn at the knee. Skirts which 

appear to be excessively short, or skirts with 

patches, logo cargo pockets are not permitted. 
Skirts are not to be altered. Cut off, no 

hemmed or rolled up shirts are not permitted. 
Leggings, skorts, or pants are not to be worn 

under uniform skirts.  

      Uniform pants must be navy blue with a  

      solid black, brown or navy blue belt. Rag,  

      cloth, or non-uniform belts are not  

      permitted.  

      Skinny jeans, navy blue cargo pants,     

      spandex, denim, or corduroy material are  

      not acceptable.  

      Alterations that change the original     

      appearance and design of the pants are not  

      allowed.
